1) Remove seat from bike.

2) Remove original tail unit/bodywork.

3) Cut original undertray as shown in fig 1 & 2
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Remove tail light & rear panel from tail unit/bodywork see fig 3

5) Refit tail unit/bodywork

Place strips of masking tape along join between panels as shown in fig 4

7) Apply adhesive as shown in fig 5. Follow manufacturers instructions when handling adhesive. Leave for 1 hour to fully cure before continuing.

8) Carefully trim back lugs on inside of tail unit/bodywork where indicated in fig 6 using a sharp knife.

       Remove tail unit/bodywork.

A) Either remove handles from subframe of bike as in fig 7

B) Or trim Tailguard as indicated in fig 8. It will then be possible to fit the Tailguard leaving the handles in place.
